Tropically 
fruity, resinous hops compete against a sweet malty backbone, while a 
rasping bitterness builds to a mouth puckering crescendo. Our hop bomb

Odell Brewing Company St Lupulin   6.5%         £5.25 

Gold in colour, with a slight hazy quality. Aromas of hops, backed with hints 
of steamed vegetables. The taste offers some hoppiness and more of the vegetal  
notes with a finish that dissipates then returns repeatedly. It has a surprisingly thin  
body and is slightly dry with a saltiness that makes the mouth water 
 

Flying Dog Snake Dog IPA   7.1%          £4.95 

More cunning than a snake in the bush...Snake Dog India Pale Ale is a 
Colorado-style IPA, power hopped with specialty hops from the Pacific 
Northwest. This is a hop monster, and the citrus fruit aroma will hypnotize 
the senses of the most hardcore of craft drinkers 
 

Frank Boon Framboise   5.0%      £6.50 

Traditional Belgian Lambic beer, 100% spontaneously fermented ale. 
Aged for 2 years in oak vats. Minimum 200 grams of real raspberries per litre. 
Brewed in Lembeek, the village that gave Lambic its name 
    
 

Dark Star Sunburst   4.8%           £4.95 

Filtered and carbonated bottle. Sunburst is brewed using floor malted Maris 
Otter barley and a blend of Cascade, Styrian and Challenger hops. The result is 
a refreshing crisp beer of considerable depth with a fine hoppy aroma 
 

De Koninck Speciale Belge   5%          £4.20 

De Koninck is an amber coloured, top-fermented beer with a lively taste and 
velvet soft aroma. Brewed with Saaz hops and 100% pure malt, without the 
addition of maize or other brewers' sugars, it is a great thirst quencher 
 

 
 
Hopback Crop Circle   4.2%                                         £5.25               

A very clean, flaxen-coloured beer with wonderful thirst-quenching properties. 
The subtle blend of aroma and bittering hops give a crispness on the tongue 
which is delicately fruity, giving way to some dryness.

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Hopback Brewery Summer Lightning   5.0%                                    £5.25

König Ludwig Weissbier   5.5%                                    £4.30               

König Ludwig is golden in colour and has a naturally cloudy appearance  
derived from the special Bavarian Brewer’s yeast. A nice balanced flavour, with malty  
overtones and an aroma reminiscent of apples and bananas. The stimulating  
fruity experiences leave you with an unmistakably fruity tingle in the mouth. 
 

Meantime London Pale Ale   4.3%          £3.95 

One hundred and fifty years ago the new bitter beer style, Pale Ale, was so 
popular that brewers had to import Californian hops to meet demand. 
Meantime London Pale Ale continues that tradition by combining lots of American  
Cascade and Centennial hops to give it a complex citrus aroma 
and bucketsful of local Kentish Goldings to provide the bitterness that makes 
the style so refreshing. Together they conspire to assail the nose with a complex, 
heady mix of  spearmint, grass and 'hop sack' aromas, fruity citrus flavours 
and a bitter finish that makes Pale Ale drinking a truly rewarding experience 
 

Meantime Union   4.9%            £3.95 

US and Bavarian hops and coloured malts produce a deep copper coloured beer 
with a firm fruity caramel aroma, a smooth complex malt character and a long 
crisp clean finish. This beer is slow fermented and cold-matured over long periods 
to ensure perfect balance 
 

Duvel   8.5%                                                                                           £4.50 
Duvel is unique. No other beer is made like it, or tastes like it. Blonde and 
refreshing like a Pilsner, but with the flavour, depth and complexity of an Ale. Duvel 
defines the Strong Golden Ale category. The beer's golden hues originate with its 
Pilsner malts, while Bohemian hops and unique yeast strain add character, intensity 
and a certain verve.

Veltins Pilsner   4.8%            £4.95 

Regarded as one of the finest examples of a German Pilsner. Veltins is brewed in 
Sauerland, near Dortmund to the German Purity Law of 1516. Using natural 
spring water from its own mountain, Veltins has a superb delicate dry and clean 
palate with a fine carbonated body that gives a slight bitterness with 
a light citrus finish

Palm is Belgium’s amber beer. The special malt gives honey like mellowness, its 
own yeasts provide a fruity aroma, and the aroma hop, grown in Kent, gives 
it a refined character

The beer is brewed by Hepworth as a lager, using East Anglian malt and Cascade 
and Saaz hops. It is then re-fermented using Champagne yeast. Finally it is cold 
filtered and bottled

Using oak to age beer is unheard of. The flavours imparted by the oak barrels 
(previously used to mature bourbon) lend an incredible depth of taste. Think 
vanilla, toffee and orange aromas with a malty, lightly oaked palate; soothing and
